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Why do we love Patch? Because  
of its energetic spirit, deep 
community support, and diversity 
of people and services. It is a truly 
unique corner of our region.
The Patch Neighborhood is located at the 
southern-most tip of the City of St. Louis 
between the Carondelet neighborhood and the 
St. Louis County line. The Patch Neighborhood 
Center was founded 50 years ago by local 
business leaders who recognized the need to 
support their neighbors. Patch offers Head 
Start and Early Head Start, a food pantry, 
senior meals and socialization, a store for basic 
necessities, computer and life skills classes, 
leadership training, and financial empowerment 
programs. A family of committed volunteers 
staff Patch daily. The Pott Foundation has 
provided essential support to Patch for decades, 
along with key neighborhood businesses.

Despite being one of our oldest centers, Patch 
helps lead the way with Grace Hill’s place-based 
focus on bringing together child, family and 
community programs. Families with children in 
Head Start and dedicated next-door neighbors 
come together to enrich whomever enters  
the building. More partners are welcomed into 
the neighborhood to make sure all have access  
to quality health, education and social supports.

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It takes a lot of work for families to 
move between the red and yellow 
sections of the stoplight — and much 
more to get from red to green, 
especially on their own. Poor education 
options make it hard to find a good job, 
and the combination of little income 
and expensive daily necessities prohibit 
savings and planning for the future. 
For these families, poverty can be 
described as a cycle — a force that feeds 
off of itself, making it hard to escape.

At Grace Hill, we give families an extra 
boost to guide them from red to yellow 
to green on the road to prosperity. 
Poverty is stubborn and hard to disrupt, 
but by partnering with families and 
pairing them with great resources, 
we know we can break the cycle.

Poverty is a complicated system that’s easy to get lost within. 
A family can go from relative stability — reliable employment, 
a house in a healthy neighborhood — to losing that job, their 
home, and their support system all within a single year.
Many balance on the edge of poverty their entire lives, but a large number of 
families that Grace Hill serves get stuck in hardship and struggle to recover. 

H OW  D O  FA M I L I E S  G E T  S T U CK ?
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That’s how one of our evaluators saw us — Grace Hill is an organization that 
holds many services and partners under its roof, pushing each toward long-term, 

measurable impact for communities in North and South St. Louis City. 
We use the elements of Collective Impact to bring the necessary programs, people and tools together to 
enact sustainable change. These elements — common agenda, shared measurement, mutually reinforcing 

activities, continuous communication and backbone support — are frequently used in larger regional 
efforts like Ready by 21 St. Louis. Grace Hill finds them just as valuable for the work we do around 

the Water Tower Hub and in the Patch neighborhood. Take a look at how we connect the dots.

We foster excellence in the entry points to our work, 
which often includes Head Start, neighborhood 

events, or partner services like financial counseling.

We use the same core assessment for all of our 
programs and make sure that everyone in the 

family can become stronger and healthier.

You can’t improve what you can’t measure. We set benchmarks 
for our education, family advancement and community work 

so we can hold ourselves and our partners accountable. 

A common database management system tracks 
families throughout our efforts, helping us understand 

what’s effective and what we need to change.

We foster a network of resources — whether it’s a service we 
offer ourselves or assistance from a partner around the corner 
— so we always have an answer when a family has a question.

We care about the wellbeing of the people we serve long after 
they leave our doors. That’s why we build lasting relationships and 

data systems to know if we really make a difference over time.

It will take many 
more years to get 

right, but Grace Hill 
is committed to this 

transformation.
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The St. Louis Community Credit Union 
(SLCCU) committed to being involved 
in our community when they opened a 
branch in the Water Tower Hub in 2011. 
Their presence significantly decreased 
the impact of predatory lenders, allowing 
people to borrow responsibly and save for 
the future. Today, they have successfully 
processed well over a million dollars in 
loans at our College Hill branch, helping 
the neighborhood move forward. In 
2014, Prosperity Connection — a 
nonprofit affiliate of SLCCU — began 
offering free one-on-one financial 
coaching and money management 
education, increasing credit scores for 
Grace Hill families and setting them  
on the path toward long-term growth.

Connections to Success works “to break 
the cycle of poverty through hope, 
resources and a plan.” They moved 
into the Grace Hill Water Tower Hub 
in 2012 to increase employment and 
training opportunities in our community. 
Their extraordinary success shows 
that this partnership has the ability to 
truly transform our neighborhoods. 
Through programs like its Personal and 
Professional Development training, 
Connections to Success provides critical 
career skills and job placement for our 
neighbors who are working toward their 

own success. In 2014, Connections to 
Success received a grant to serve more 
men in the College Hill neighborhood, 
which suffers from high unemployment. 
This strong partnership strikes poverty 
at its root, helping neighbors find 
employment, access critical services, 
and build a stronger future together. 

Most of our Head Start children 
graduate from our centers and walk into  
a kindergarten classroom in St. Louis 
Public Schools (SLPS). Knowing that 
Grace Hill is working toward long-term 
impact — and that a quality education 
takes far more than early childhood — 
our staff has been working with SLPS 
to form a pipeline that ensures kids are 
ready for kindergarten, family health 
and finances are strong, and teams of 
professionals share accountability for 
student success. At Clay and Bryan Hill 
Elementary Schools around the Water 
Tower Hub, Grace Hill Family Mentors  
are embedded within the school  
to enhance enrollment, decrease 
mobility, address behavior concerns  
and impact academics. Because  
of a strong partnership with SLPS  
services, these children and 
their families can thrive.

Grace Hill’s collective impact model works with top-notch St. Louis organizations toward 
long-term, measurable community change. And what a difference it makes! We are grateful  
for our many partners and their work to enable healthy, productive lives across St. Louis.

We collaborate with other organizations that advance the educational, economic, and social 
systems that affect our neighborhoods. From Head Start and school partnerships to family 
finances and community leadership, our partners are essential as we work together to transform 
our city.
